Now That’s a Gift!
When Santa brings trains, the cab neatly fits under the tree. When Metro-North
gave an engine, it barely fit onto a 48-foot flatbed truck! The engine in question
is a 55-foot, 100 ton FL-9 diesel locomotive number 2021, that was donated to the Maria
Fareri Children’s Hospital at the Westchester
Medical Center in Valhalla, NY. The locomotive
serves as an integral part of a building which opened
in 2003.

'The idea of donating the FL-9 originated in
response to a request by the Westchester Medical
Center for train related items to decorate its
planned children’s wing. As luck would have it,
some FL-9s had been made obsolete.

To prep the 1957-built locomotive, mechanical employees at North White Plains
started to strip, sand, weld and paint the FL-9 in June, 2000. In all, it is estimated that
about 30,000 man hours were spent on getting the locomotive into tiptop shape.

Once the FL-9 arrived at the hospital site, it was placed onto specially assembled
tracks made by a group of Track & Structures employees.

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Smoke Rise Modular Show

Once again our modular group has been invited to participate at the Smoke Rise Modular Train Show
the weekend of July 27™ - 29 which is held in the Smoke Rise Baptist Church gymnasium in Stone
Mountain, GA. The church is located at 5901 Hugh Howell Rd., Stone Mountain, GA, just north of U.S. 78

(Stone Mtn. Pkwy.). The show is hosted by the Atlanta Interlocking Group and North Georgia Modurail. For

those that have never been, this show is fantastic!

'This setup is not your typical modular show. It takes up an entire gymnasium and has over 400 feet of
modules with tracks crossing over themselves several times, several yards, reversing loops and wyes, plus
unbelievable scenery! Most of the modules are double tracked, but there are a few that are single tracked. This
large setup usually requires a dispatcher controlling the many trains running, which makes operations very
interesting. Because of the heavy traffic (sometimes up to 20-25 trains at once!), it can take up to 45 minutes to

an hour or more to get around the entire layout.

While I don’t know the layout design (that is up to one of the Atlanta groups), I have been told that we
will have our modules set up when you first enter the gym. This will put us in a prime location to showcase the

CAMRC. While the mainline is strictly DCC, we often have our branchline operating on DC. This enables

anyone who does not have a DCC locomotive to run.We have occasionally had some of the other groups run on

our branchline to check out some of their engines.

As usual, we are asking that anyone who can come down and help us set up on Friday or with the take down on
Sunday afternoon. Set up is scheduled to begin at noon on Friday and to be up and running before 6 p.m. Friday

night is closed to the public since there is an operating
session until the wee hours of the morning.Sometimes this
does turn into a debugging session as well.

On Saturday the doors usually open to the public at
9 a.m. and operate until 5 or 6 p.m. After the doors are
closed, some get a quick bite to eat and have another
operating session that night.

Sunday morning we arrive around 10 or 10:30. Since
church services are in process, we do not operate the
trains. As church lets out, we are inundated by members
coming through the gym. In addition, the general public
again comes in to view the layout. We run until around
5 p.m. and then begin to break everything down. This
normally takes around two or three hours including
loading the modules in the trailer.

Again I would ask that if anyone is able to come
down to help, please do. It really makes for a much easier
and quicker set up and take down. Listed below are the
tentative times for the weekend however most times may
be subject to last minute changes.

Friday, July 27 - Set up begins at noon (definite),
running until we are completed.

Saturday, July 28 - Doors open to the public
approximately 9 until 6.

Sunday, July 29 - Have trains ready to run around
11:30 until approximately 5. At 5 we begin taking down
the modules.
